As a Mexican-American, part of my
journey as a writer has been uncovering the parts of me still left
buried in the sand. Whether that's reconnecting with my indigenous
roots, unlearning societal perceptions, or putting a name to a faded
photo of a family member from a time before the border changed
and took our homes. These characters are on their own journey, and
I'd bet many of you are still on yours as well. You'll hear many stories
throughout this play and I hope you find yourself reflected in at least
one.
